
KRUGER NATIONAL PARK, OLIFANTS CAMP 

MOUNTAIN BIKE TRAILS 

 
Cyclists now have the opportunity to combine their cycling skills with a wilderness 

experience in the heart of the Kruger National Park. Catch a ride to the start of the trail 

in an open game viewing vehicle, with two fully trained, skilled and armed field guides 

to lead the trail. We supply the mountain bikes (or bring your own bike), backpacks, 

water bottles, bicycle helmets and snacks for use during the trail.  

 

Maximum of only 6 participants per trail, only from Olifants Camp. 

 

At this stage, 3 different trails are offered, determined by the guides: 

• Hardekool Draai Trail (21, 4km) is recommended for beginners and the not-so-

experienced rider. This is a long trail and a certain degree of fitness is necessary. 

• Olifants / Letaba River Confluence Trail (12, 2km is very strenuous and only for 

technical experienced riders.

Afternoon Trails (3 hours) R210 per person
